Accidental Head Injury

Your child sustained an accidental head injury at school today.  He/she was treated with a cold compress and his/her condition has given no cause for alarm during the remainder of the day.  However, please keep the following notes to hand so that you may continue to monitor his/her condition over the next 48 hours.

1. In the case of a head injury the condition may become more serious, particularly in the first 24 hours.

2. Watch should be kept for any of the following signs which may be of importance.

.
Increasing drowsiness or actual unconsciousness.

.
A headache, which most patients have, becoming more severe.

.
Convulsions or fitting.

.
Vomiting – especially if repeated.

.
Any weakness in arm or leg.

.
Any other change in your child’s condition about which you are unhappy.
